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FOREWORD

The Area B Awards Program is organized to give recognition to deserving individuals, LOMs, and NOMs for their outstanding performance and achievements during the award year. Such recognition when given provides motivation to the award winner, and at the same time, shows the appreciation of JCI for excellent work done.

TYPE OF AWARDS
Group I

ELIGIBILITY
All National and Local Organization Members of Junior Chamber International may submit entries for JCI Awards, subject to the following provisions:

A.
The National Organization Member (NOM) must have met its financial obligation and be eligible to vote at the conference where the award entry is being submitted.

B.
All Group III entry forms from Local Organization Members (LOMs) should contain a certification by the NOM president that the LOM is a member in good standing and that it has been included in the declaration of membership last submitted to JCI.

WHO MAY SUBMIT ENTRIES
Entries may be submitted as follows:

A.
Group I
By LOM with the certification of the NOM directly.

B.
Group II
By a NOM only, subject to the following:

1.
If an award is given for joint projects between two or more NOMs, then all NOMs concerned may submit one single entry. In this event, any one of the NOMs may submit the entry on behalf of the other NOMs participating.

2.
A NOM may submit only one entry for each Group II award.

3.
The same project cannot be submitted for more than one award.

C.
Group III
By a LOM, with the certification of its NOM, subject to the following provisions:

1.
If an award is given for joint projects between two LOMs of the same or different NOMs, then all LOMs concerned may submit a single entry.

2.
A LOM may submit only one entry for each award.

3.
The same project cannot be submitted for more than one award.

4.
Any number of LOMs from one NOM can submit entries for the same Group III award.

5.
A NOM with only one LOM is eligible to submit a project for Group III awards. However, the same project may not be submitted for both Group II and Group III awards.

AWARD YEAR - PERIOD OF PROJECT/ACTIVITY
A.
The award year extends from April 16 in the year of the preceding conference to April 15 in the year of the current conference.

B.
Any program or project submitted for an award should have been completed during the current award year.
C.
For continuing programs and projects, a major portion of the activity should have taken place during this period.
D.
The award entries for the following are exempted from this requirement:

TECHNICAL ADVICE FOR AWARD ENTRIES

A.
Evidence of Activities
An Award entry comprises of an entry form and a scrapbook. The entry form for Group I awards is to briefly summarize the nominee's contribution and achievements.

The entry form for Group II and III awards is to briefly summarize the objectives, participation, activities, effectiveness, and benefits of the project or program and is the first document considered by the judges.

The scrapbook is the method by which documentary and supporting evidence of the project, program activity, or individual's achievements are presented to the judges. There should be no discrepancies between the information in the entry form and the scrapbook.

Photographs, meeting minutes, publications, newspaper clippings, letters of recommendation, etc. are good supporting evidence which highlight the importance of good record keeping from the start of the project or activity.

B.
Knowledge of the Awards Program
Criteria for judging, entry rules, and judging procedures are just some of the important factors in selecting the right award to enter and in preparing the entry documents. Every aspect of the awards manual should be carefully reviewed and note taken of changes to rules which may be revised from time to time.

C.
Selection of the Award Category
As each award has its own criteria for judging, it is important to select the right award to enter, particularly as a project or activity may be entered for one award only.

For example, a community activity has several possibilities. An activity such as a charity concert for handicapped children may be good for the Award for Assistance to the Handicapped, Community Development Award, Civic Involvement Program Award, Youth Activities Award, Fund Raising Project Award, or the Public Relations Award. However, as the award rules stipulate, an applicant has to select a single award for the project or program.

When deciding which award has the greater advantages to obtain a higher score for your project, carefully read the judging criteria for all related awards. If a charity concert for children did not have the anticipated attendance, but  raised good public relations through newspapers and radio/ television stations, the right category for this project would be the Public Relations Award. Applicants can select the most preferable award to compete with other entries.

Since the entry documents have to demonstrate how the project worked for public relations, the backup materials should be reviewed. If this material is too brief in its explanation of the relevance to public relations, and other materials are enough to show how the members effectively raised the necessary funds, the right award may be the Fund Raising Project Award.

METHOD FOR SUBMITTING AN AWARD ENTRY
Pre-entry information is not required

A.
Entry Form
The specific JCI Area B conference awards entry forms should be submitted as the official entry form or a photocopy of the same. These forms are at the end of this manual.

There are four types of entry forms

Group I

Group II

Group III

Group III Special (for outstanding LOM and/or new LOM of the year)

The forms should be submitted in one of the correspondence languages of Junior Chamber International.

There should be no attachments to the entry forms. Extra pages of the entry forms are not allowed. All supporting material should be included in the scrapbook, as described below.

One copy of the entry form should be the first page of the scrapbook. An additional four copies should be placed in an envelope attached firmly inside the front cover of the scrapbook.

NOTE:  Photocopies may be used. As space on the entry form is limited, it is advisable to duplicate the entry form before completing it. This would enable you to make a draft prior to completing a final form. This would ensure that clear and concise information is available to the judges.

SCRAPBOOK
The scrapbook is a notebook or album in which documentary and supportive evidence of the project activity is submitted to the judges. The following rules govern the preparation and submission of scrapbooks.

A.
Every award entry must be substantiated with supportive evidence in the form of a scrapbook, unless otherwise stipulated in the rules for a particular award.

B.
The outside dimensions of a scrapbook must not exceed 11" x 14" (28 cms. x 35.5 cms.).

C.
The maximum number of pages per scrapbook shall be as follows:

Group I





25 pages

Group II





30 pages

Group III





30 pages

Outstanding LOM of the World Award and

Outstanding New LOM of the World Award

40 pages

A page shall be one side of a sheet of paper and each page of the scrapbook shall be numbered. The maxim size of a page shall be the size of the scrapbook -11" x 14" (28 cms. x 35.5 cms.). Foldout pages, gatefolds, etc. are not permitted.

D.
Multi-page documents (which are defined as magazines, bulletins, manuals, newsletters, meeting minutes, correspondence, pamphlets, booklets, and reports only) are permitted and will be counted as one page. The documents on each page must be bound together as ONE document and related to only one subject. The following is the number of multiple pages permitted in each group per scrapbook.

Group I
up to 5 multiple pages

Group II
up to 7 multiple pages

Group III
up to 7 multiple pages

E.
Each page of the scrapbook should be numbered. The first page should be used for the entry form. Each multiple page shall be number Multiple Page No. 1, Multiple Page No. 2, etc. in addition to the overall page numbers.

F.
The scrapbook should have a label on the front cover. This label should clearly indicate the following:

1.
Name of submitting NOM (Groups I and II)

2.
Name of submitting LOM and its NOM (Groups I and III).

3.
Name and postal address of person to whom the scrapbook may be returned.

4.
Name and group number of award

5.
Year and place of conference

ENTRY OF SCRAPBOOKS
The scrapbooks should be hand carried to the conference and deposited by Noon of the day following the Opening Ceremony at the site established by ASPAC Chairman and Sendai ASPAC COC. The scrapbooks may be mailed to the Conference Director at the conference site. The parcel should be marked "Award Entry."
RETURN OF SCRAPBOOKS
Scrapbooks of entries will be available for repossession immediately following the Awards Ceremony at the place where the scrapbook was deposited.

OR
A.
The Conference Director will write to the bidding LOM or NOM and advise them of the cost by air and surface mail.

B.
The NOM or LOM should remit the amount to the Conference Director within six (6) weeks of the date of the letter

C.
If the NOM or LOM does not respond within six (6) weeks, the scrapbook will be disposed of.

NOTE:  Documentary and supportive evidence which is produced in any language other than JCI correspondence languages (English, Japanese, Spanish, French) should be summarized in one of these correspondence languages, and the summary attached. Because a very large percentage of the judges are English-speaking, a summary in English would be very helpful for award judging procedures.

SCRAPBOOK PREPARATIONS
Award judges are required to give scores on each entry in accordance with criteria for judging. Therefore, some arrangements should be made in the scrapbook for the convenience of the award judges, in an effort to give them a more clear observation of the activities in each area. the following are suggestions for preparing your scrapbook.

A.
Read the rules of the program concerned and follow them precisely.

B.
Review the project concerned and the material available and decide in what category you intend to enter. The nature of some projects may make them eligible for more than one category, i.e., Youth Activities and Community Development. As indicated previously, review the judging criteria, relate it to the material you have available, ascertain which aware category you are likely to score the highest, and choose that category. However, remember that the award judging committee has the right to reclassify your entry, if they believe it has been entered in an inappropriate award. When you have made your decision, check that your entry form shows the correct award and reference number.

C.
For your consideration, the following points in each category could be assumed:

Planning and Execution

25 points

Finance



25 points

Benefit to LOM


25 points

Benefit to Community

For example, the rules allow 20 pages for this award entry. Page 1 must be an entry form, page 2 should be an index. Therefore, you are left with 28 pages to fill. As a basis, you decide the number of pages to be allowed for each category. If this case, with 25% of the points for each category, this means seven (7) pages per section. However, if 50 percent of the points are allowed for finance, a larger number of pages must be allowed for that section.

D.
Sort your materials under the various categories, but do not make any final decision.

E.
Get 30 pieces of pages and number them from 1 to 30.

F.
On page 1 write "entry form," page 2 "index," and on page 3 to 9 inclusive, mark what you should include on each page for "planning and execution," i.e., page 4 -" survey results" etc.

G.
On pages 10 through 16, carry out the same exercise for "Finance" and so on, until you have 30 loose sheets marked up as the basis of the scrapbook under the particular headings, using 7 pages per category.

H.
The 30 pages read in sequence should tell a story of the project. If they do not, either you have not included the correct materials or your record keeping throughout the project was not what it should be. If the former is the case, put in different materials for the category concerned. If the latter is the case, make an effort to present the award judges with any available materials.

I.
Make any changes you require to the photocopy entry form and mockup scrapbook before completing the original. Only when you are completely satisfied that you have the strongest possible entry that tells a full and concise story, should you start to work on the original entry form and scrapbook.

J.
Type the index with headings and sub-headings:

K.
Use colored pencils and other graphics to highlight any major points in your materials, remembering that too much highlighting is worse than none at all.

L.
Use newspaper cuttings, photos, etc. Remember, it is more important to include a letter of congratulations from a mayor, rather than from your LOM president or factual newspaper cuttings rather than a beautifully typed summary. Also, remember the judges are not really interested in seeing a picture of your project team. Although, they will be most interested in seeing how many were involved and how much work they did. Minutes of meeting are strong materials, too.

M.
When your entry form and scrapbook are completed, review it again, and make any necessary changes. Ask someone outside the project for their opinion, as they are likely to be more objective than you.

N.
There are no extra points for the attractiveness of the scrapbook. However, good layout and visuals can make your entry easier to follow.

O.
Finally, remember that in the final analysis, the award program is a competition and, as in all competitions, there can only be one winner. If you are satisfied that you have prepared a fine entry and the entry does not win, be happy in the knowledge that a better project won, which will only serve to increase the overall standard of project activity within the organization.

JUDGING

A.
Composition of the Judging Panel
1.
Each NOM in good standing is entitled to submit up to three (3) nominees to serve on the panel of judges. The nominees must have been members for THREE years.

2.
The chairman may conduct the judging through subcommittees of judges, by distributing a certain number of awards among them. The decisions of such subcommittees will be considered the decision of the panel of judges. Each subcommittee should have at least three (3) members.

B.
Judging Procedures
1.
The chairman and each member of the panel of judges will have one vote. A simple majority will make all decisions.

2.
The panel of judges may be divided into subcommittees for judging awards. The decision of these subcommittees will be considered the decision of the entire panel.

3.
A member of the panel or subcommittee shall not participate in judging any award if entries from their NOM or LOM have been submitted for this category.

4.
The judges have the authority to alter the classification of any award entry if they find that the entry has been submitted incorrectly.

5.
Each subcommittee will be given several awards to judge. The chairman will consider the number of entries per award and the workload involved when making such allocations. Unless excused by the award judging committee chairman, every member of the subcommittee must review every entry of the award categories assigned to the subcommittee.

6.
Each panel of judges will mark scores in accordance with the criteria for judging which is specified for each award.

7.
If any entry does not conform to the rules listed in this manual, it will be subject to a loss of points.

8.
Ten (10) additional points in addition to the standard 100 points will be left to the discretion of the judges for evaluating the "overall impression of the project" for Group II and Group III entries only.

9.
A preferential ranking system which clarifies the best project/program among entries in the judge's tally sheet shall be used to select the winners. Each judge will mark the entries in order of preference on their judge's tally sheet allocating an "A" to the entry with the most points, a" B" to the next highest points and so on. This takes account of variations in individual judge's allocation of points and should clearly identify the best project or program.

10.
The judging panel is not obliged to grant an award if it feels, after consultation with the awards chairman, that entries of sufficient merit have not been received.
11.
The members of the panel of judges shall keep the results secret until they are announced at the official awards ceremony. The element of confidentiality and surprise should be preserved.

12.
The decisions of the panel of judges shall be final and binding. No appeals regarding these decision will be entertained.

13.
Entries from NOMs not in good standing, as of the date and time of opening General Assembly of the current conference will be rejected.

C. General Violations

The following violations will be subject to a penalty:

1.
Oversized scrapbook (1-5 points)

2. No label on the front cover (1-5 points)

3. Excess number of pages in the scrapbook 

(5 points for each page over the maximum number)

4. Excess number of multiple-page documents in the scrapbook
(5 points for each document over the maximum number)

5.
Wrong entry form used (1-5 points)

6.
Inadequate use of entry form (1-5 points)

D.
Report of the Panel of Judges
Upon completion of judging, the chairman shall submit a written report to the conference chairman. This report should contain:

1.
Names of all judges and their NOMs.

2.
Results of judging arranged on the same format as the awards listed in this manual. Awards and certificates of merit should be clearly listed.

3. Recommendations, if any.

The chairman should ensure that all worksheets, tabulation charts, etc. are turned in with the report.

TERMS USED IN JUDGING

General Planning and Execution

This will include the outline and general planning of the project, the objectives for which the project was organized, how the committees were formed, and the various steps which were taken for completion.

Participation

They will embrace relevant figures, such as percentage of LOMs’ active members in relation to the total membership, the number of non-members participating, and the degree of originality of the project or program.

Benefit to Community

Judges will examine how the project helped the community.

Benefit to the Organization

How the project helped the Junior Chamber organization internationally or locally. It should show how it gave leadership training and offered opportunities for self-development to members.

Continuity

Judges will examine how long and how often the project has been operating.

Other Terms of Reference

These are financing and the promotion of international understanding. Both are self-explanatory.
